«From the Lake to the Pan and Everything Between”

This is the name of the 3-day course that four of the Mid-Michigan Steelheader Chapter members helped lead
at Michigan State University, June 24-26, 2009. The course is offered each year as part of 4-H Exploration
Days during which hundreds of youth from 4-H clubs all over Michigan participate in a wide variety of outdoor
learning opportunities.

This year John Hesse, Steve Markucki, Dan Thelen, and Mike Boedeker worked through Michigan State Uni-
versity Extension (Mr. Dave Thomas, course leader) to help teach 28 youth and chaperones about fishing
laws, ethics, and lure building skills, and then took participants fishing for a day on a private pond near Laings-
burg. During the outing, kids not only caught some incredible fish on flies, bait, and lures, but also learned
how to fillet fish and how to cook them. Fly-fishing lessons were given by Mike Boedeker, Dan Thelen and
Steve Markucki. Six of the youth caught fish for the first time on flies.

Fish landed during the day included largemouth bass up to 18 inches, hybrid sunfish up to 10 %2”, and catfish
as large as 28" (including a large albino channel cat). It was the hottest day of the summer, so after lunch
about half of the youth cooled off with a swim in the pond. Participants received prizes of lures and candy
treats for best catches and fish stories. Two youth visiting the USA from Poland were among the new anglers
and they were anxious to take what they learned back to their home country and teach their friends and fami-
lies.

While in the classroom at MSU, participants heard wonderful stories from Dr. Howard Tanner (father of the
Great Lakes Salmon Program), learned Michigan fishing rules and ethics from Lieutenant Gordon of the DNR
Law Division, crafted their own jigs with fluorescent paints and colorful feathers thanks to Steve Markucki and
MSU Extension specialist Dave Thomas, tied flies with Tony Pagliei (a member of Trout Unlimited and a pro-
fessional fly-tying and fishing guide), and built a variety of spinners with the help of John Hesse and Dan
Thelen.

Fly rods and reels were available for use by the kids from Mike Boedeker and spin fishing outfits were provided
by Mark Stephens, Project F.I.S.H. (Eriends Involved in the Sportfishing Heritage). Many thanks to Mr. Ron
Underhill for allowing use of his pond.

This is the fifth year for the program and it fills up with registrants early each year. Participating youth range
from 13 to 18 years of age. The Mid-Michigan Chapter has adopted this program as one of its annual educa-
tional initiatives.
