MM Steelheaders’ Tournament Rules 2009
A minimum of one crewmember on the boat must be a member of the Mi-Michigan chapter of the Steelheaders
A minimum of 2 licensed anglers per boat (at least 16 years old).
All boats must be registered prior to start of the tournament
Pre-register at a monthly meeting prior to the tournament
Phone call to the port captain or chapter President

Notification of non-participation after registering must be made prior to “lines in” time of the tournament by direct contact with port
captam/or Cco captain.

d. All boats must be a minimum of 16feet in length and have all U.S.C.G. required equipment on board

€. All boats must have a VHF Marine radio that is capable of transmitting and receiving on channels 9, 16,72

f. VHF channel 72 will be use as the tournament control channel-unless a different channel is specified at a specific port. Boats
should monitor this channels all tournament announcements will be made on this channel.

0. Rods are limited to a maximum of three per person D.N.R. regulation but no more than 9 per boat.

h. All D.N.R. regulations for waters fished apply.
i
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Fishing time will start a minimum of %2 our before NOAA sun rise & continue until 1:30 P.M.

If tournament must be delayed from Saturday to Sunday "lines out” will be at 12:00 noon on Sunday.
K. Weigh-in will be 60 minutes after “lines out”. It is the boat captain’s responsibility to plan to be back for the weigh-in.
I. “Line-in Participants are allowed to set lines at the designated start time for the tournament Boats can leave port and be at their
flshmg location to set lines at the start time.

. “Lines-out” All lines must be pulled and be in the boat at the designated “lines-out” time.

Nn. A fish hooked prior to “lines-out” can be landed and count for the weigh-in. NO additional time will be allowed to return to port for
weigh-in
0. Boats must depart from and return to the port designated as the tournament port
pP. Weather and blow/make up days:

g. 2 weather boats per tournament plus the port captain will make decisions on canceling, delaying, or calling the tournament early
due to unsafe weather/ waves conditions.

r. The smallest boat registered is strongly encouraged to be one of the weather boats.

S. Weather boats will be determined prior to the start of the tournament & must be at the port.

t. 3 hours of fishing after “lines in” will be considered a complete tournament.

u. If atournament is ended early but after 3 hours of fishing, an announcement will be made notifying boats of early termination multi-

ple times over the tournament control VHF channel. All lines must be pulled at the time of the announcement. Weigh n will be 90 min-
utes after the first “tournament over” announcement.

V. Tournament fees (not lunch fees) will be refunded if the tournament is ended prior to 3 hours of fishing. After 3 hours no fees will
be refunded and the weigh-in will be held.

w. If the tournament/outing is called day 1 and held day 2 but a boat cannot stay tournament fees will be refunded. If the tournament/
outing is not held on day 2, tournament fees will be refunded.

X. WeighIn

Y. Weigh in will start 60 minutes after designated “lines out” time. Boats must be at the weigh in site at 2:30 P.M. Saturday or 1:00
P.M. on Sunday.

Z. A single person D.N.R. limit of 5 fish may be weighed in. This can be a mix of species and is a “best of boat” limit. A walleye or
perch can take the place of any salmon or trout in the 5 fish limit

aa. Only Salmon (Coho, Chinook, Atlantic, Pink), Trout. (Rainbow, Brown, Lake Trout) Walleye, and perch may be counted toward
your 5 fish limit

bb. Minimum size/length will correspond to the D.N.R. rules for the body of water fished.
Points formula

10 points per fish

ii. Plus 1 point per pound-rounded (i.e. 8 Ib. 5 oz. Fish scores 18 points 10 point for the fish and 8 point for the
weight 5 0z rounds down. 8 Ib. 8 oz. Fish would score 19 points 10 points for the fish and 9 points for the weight 8 oz. Rounds up.)
