Big Fish Contest Rules
1. Contestants must be a member of S.W . Michigan Steelheaders or their
immediate family .

2. If a Steelheader catches a fish aboard another Steelheaders boat, it will be
recorded with their name “Aboard” the Steelheaders boat the fish was caught
on.

3. Eligible species: Steelhead, Coho Salmon, King Salmon, Atlantic Salmon,
Brown T rout, Lake T rout, W alleye, and Perch.

4. Fish must be caught out of the Port of St. Joseph, Michigan (Boat or Pier),
or in the St. Joseph River .

5. Contestant dues must be current prior to entering contest.

6. Fish must be weighed on a certified scale and entry form must be signed by
witness at weigh in location.

7. Fish caught by A Licensed Charter Captain must be entered in the Charter
Division regardless of boat he or she was aboard.

8. Children of Active Steelheaders, 16 years of age and under , may enter their
fish in the Kids Division. Charter Division and Non-Charter Division does not
apply to children.

9. Contest ends November 30th at midnight. Awards will be honored at the
Annual Christmas Party . Kids Division will be honored at the January
Membership Meeting. (The S.W . Steelheaders Winter Challenge results will
be included in the yearly contest regardless of the date the tournament is
held.)

10. All entries will be verified by Big Fish Chairperson.

Marina and T ackle Haven. If you weighed in a Big Fish that does not appear
in this issue of the newsletter , your official weigh-in form was not forwarded to
the Big Fish Chairperson for recording in time to make the monthly deadline.

If your form does not get delivered to the
Big Fish Chairperson, it will not be recorded or taken into consideration for
the Big Fish Contest!

Carp barrier maintenance not just Corps' problem, official says

A lot of noise has been made in recent weeks about President Barack Obama's $5
billion Great Lakes restoration plan, but nobody in the federal government right
now is willing to spend a penny so necessary maintenance can be done on the Asian
carp barrier built to keep the jumbo jumping fish from spilling into Lake Michigan.
The electric barrier, located about 20 miles south of the Lake Michigan shoreline
on the Chicago Sanitary and Ship Canal, was turned on last April but requires
regular maintenance every six months. Biologists liken it to an oil change in a car,
and to do the work the barrier needs to be shut down for a day or two.
The problem is the carp are now swarming within about a mile of the barrier, so to
keep the fish from swimming past the barrier during the down time, fish poison
needs to be dumped in the canal. The cost to poison the canal is estimated to be
about $750,000, and U.S. Army Corps officials say they don't believe it is their
responsibility to pay that bill.
"That is not a task that the Corps normally does and the best way to address the
threat of Asian carp of getting into Lake Michigan (during the barrier shutdown) is
through multiple agencies," said Col. Vincent Quarles of the Army Corps' Chicago
office.
The Environmental Protection Agency recently received $475 million to begin Great
Lakes restoration work, but at this point that agency, or any other state or federal
agency, isn't stepping forward to spend the money everyone agrees needs to be spent
to protect the lakes.
The EPA's point person for Great Lakes restoration, Cameron Davis, declined to
comment for this article.
The situation has the people who are fighting to keep the fish from invading the
world's largest freshwater system at wits' end.
"It's frustrating as hell," Phil Moy, a University of Wisconsin Sea Grant biologist
who is the co-chairman of the advisory panel that is helping the Army Corps with
the barrier, said this week.
"In a time when you're throwing around millions and millions of dollars for (Great
Lakes restoration), you'd like to see a tiny little piece of that sent our way."
Quarles said he doesn't believe the barrier is in imminent danger of breaking down,
but he conceded nobody really knows how the $9 million contraption is holding up
until they can turn it off and get a look under the hood.
"I'm sure once we shut it down we'll learn a lot," he said.

Alewives: The trouble they cause and the salmon that love them

Pacific salmon are an economic draw for the Great Lakes. But they thrive on alewives, an invasive species tough
on native fish.

Editors note: This is the second of three stories in a series about the challenges of managing non-native fish in the Great

Lakes.  Pacific salmon, the big money species in the multi-billion dollar Great Lakes fishery, need a feast of alewives
to thrive.  But alewives are an invasive species that harm lake trout, a native fish that biologists have been trying and
failing to re-establish for decades.  Alewives keep lake trout down in two ways, said Mark Ebener, fish assessment
biologist with the Chippewa Ottawa Resources Authority.  The first is simple: Alewives eat baby lake trout.

Lake trout are slow growers and make fine fish food for alewives for a month or two after they hatch, said Charles
Madenjian, a fishery biologist with the U.S. Geological Survey’s Great Lakes Science Center.  Size isn’t the only
problem. Because they evolved before the alewives invaded the Great Lakes, lake trout don’t know how to dodge
an attacking alewife.  “When it comes to avoiding alewife predation, they’re not that bright either,” Madenjian said.

Lake trout also lay eggs in the middle of the lakes where alewives can easily scarf them down. That’s unlike salmon
that lay their eggs in streams and rivers to protect their young.  The other way alewives knock down lake trout is
that they create a vitamin deficiency that kills newly hatched fish.

Alewife tissues contain a chemical that breaks down thiamine, an important vitamin for the development of young
fish and eggs. The chemical can also break down thiamine in fish that eat alewives, like lake trout. When lake trout
eat too many alewives, their eggs hatch, but the larvae die.  “There definitely appears to be this strong linkage that
everybody’s pretty much in agreement with,” said Jim Dexter, Lake Michigan basin coordinator for the Michigan
Department of Natural Resources. “When the thiamine levels get too low because lake trout are eating alewife, that
inhibits the reproductive capacity for lake trout.”  Though the reason isn’t clear, the thiamine-busting effect hits
some species harder than others. It doesn’t seem to hurt the Great Lakes’ Pacific salmon much at all, Madenjian
said.  And while the lake trout aren’t the hardest hit species, they’re hit hard enough, especially when the effect is
combined with alewives preying on young lake trout, Ebener said.  “So the alewives, besides eating the larvae of
native species, also disrupt the biochemical processes of native lake trout so that lake trout reproduction doesn’t
happen,” he said.  And if lake trout aren’t reproducing, then the Great Lakes will remain without their historical top
predator. And that isn’t a stable ecosystem, said Jason Stockwell, a fishery biologist formerly with the U.S.
Geological Survey’s Lake Superior Biological Station. Lake trout and other native species evolved in the Great
Lakes and are built to take advantage of them, he said.

Lake trout find food in the deep water in the middle of the lakes and the shallow water near shore. That makes
them more versatile than salmon, which stick to shallow water. A rehabilitated lake trout population would be less
prone to collapse than salmon because the native trout don’t depend on one source of food.  “Native fish
rehabilitation would get the system back into its most efficient and stable state,” Stockwell said. “Otherwise, there’s
a continual need to keep stocking salmon.”                                                   Continued on next page

For many recreational fisherman and state departments whose budgets depend partly on fishing licenses, an unending
salmon stocking program wouldn’t be a bad thing.  Great Lakes recreational fishing generates between $4 billion and
$8 billion every year, said Dan Thomas, president of the Great Lakes Sports Fishing Council. Most of that comes
from salmon fishing.  “Just by the numbers of caught fish that are reported, it could easily be 70, 80 percent,” he said.

Salmon are a more exciting target than lake trout, he said. They swim fast and jump high; a deep-water lake trout sit
at the bottom and tugs on the line.  “It’s like drag racing with a Corvette versus a Model T,” Thomas said.

But some anglers still enjoy fishing for lake trout, including Thomas. But if the state agencies abandon salmon
stocking to focus on lake trout restoration, revenues from licenses will drop and the states will start shedding
employees.  “When your budget is in decline, something has to give,” he said. “It’s all simple economics.”  THE END

Ingredients
· 1 fillet salmon, skin-on, between 5 to 7-pounds
· 1 tablespoon butter
· Salt and freshly ground black pepper
· 2 to 3 bunches fresh rosemary sprigs, plus more,
            for garnish
· Lemon or orange slices

Directions
Preheat oven to 350 degrees F.
Using small fish tweezers remove pin bones from the length
of the salmon and discard.
Place salmon skin side down on tin foil in a large roasting
pan and season with a tablespoon of butter, salt and
pepper. Place the sprigs of rosemary and lemon slices over
the salmon so that they are overlapping and form a tent over
the salmon. Wrap each salmon in the tin foil and roast for
15 minutes or until internal temperature reaches 145
degrees F on an instant-read thermometer.
Remove the salmon from the oven and bring to a well
ventilated outdoor area. Light the oven dried rosemary on
fire over the salmon. Let the ash fall over the salmon leaving
streaks of concentrated rosemary flavor.
Using a large fish spatula, remove the side of salmon from
the roasting pan and place on a platter. Garnish with sprigs
of fresh rosemary and lemon wedges.

Fired Up Rosemery Salmon
Paula Deen Recipe

Cook Time 18 minutes
10 - 12 servings

Directions
1 side fresh salmon, boned but skin on (about 3
pounds)

Ingredients

For the marinade:

· 2 tablespoons Dijon mustard
· 3 tablespoons good soy sauce
· 6 tablespoons good olive oil
· 1/2 teaspoon minced garlic
Light charcoal briquettes in a grill and brush the grilling
rack with oil to keep the salmon from sticking.
While the grill is heating, lay the salmon skin side down
on a cutting board and cut it crosswise into 4 equal
pieces. Whisk together the mustard, soy sauce, olive
oil, and garlic in a small bowl. Drizzle half of the
marinade onto the salmon and allow it to sit for 10
minutes.
Place the salmon skin side down on the hot grill;
discard the marinade the fish was sitting in. Grill for 4
to 5 minutes, depending on the thickness of the fish.
Turn carefully with a wide spatula and grill for another
4 to 5 minutes. The salmon will be slightly raw in the
center, but don’t worry; it will keep cooking as it sits.
Transfer the fish to a flat plate, skin side down, and
spoon the reserved marinade on top. Allow the fish to
rest for 10 minutes. Remove the skin and serve warm,
at room temperature, or chilled.
