The USGS recently presented results from their 2009 forage base survey on Lake Michigan. The survey
produced some interesting and partly encouraging results. Most prey species for salmon and troul
increased greatly between 2008 and 2009.

Lake-wide biomass of alewives was more than double from the 2008 estimates, bloaters were 3 times
higher, rainbow smelt, was doubled, deepwater sculpin was 4 percent higher, slimy sculpin was 72 % over
the 2008 level, nine-spine stickleback was about the same, and the round goby had declined by 83
percent. Total biomass of prey species was 52 % higher than in 2008.

Perhaps a negative finding was that quagga mussels had increased by 5 fold,
