FORWARD FROM RICH LENDARSON OF  TOW BOAT US
November 29th, 2007

Dear Boat US Tower,

Your voice counts! And we need it to make sure the Recreational Boating Act of 2007 is passed quickly. Without this federal legislation you
will need to apply and pay for a discharge permit to legally operate each of your boats, starting September 30, 2008.
Please take a few minutes and contact your one Representative and two Senators, even if you have already done so. We need them to support
and cosponsored “The Recreational Boating Act of 2007” (House Bill #2550 and Senate Bill #2067).
Boat US has been working with other boating groups to pass this legislation which will eliminate (for recreational boats only) the new court-
imposed EPA permit. We know that boating depends on clean water and healthy natural resources. However, a boat permit will not create a
tangible environmental benefit, and it will be another inconvenience and tax for you, and your customers.
It is important to note that all current environmental restrictions on the overboard discharge of oil, fuel, garbage, and sewage still stand, and
will not be altered by this legislation.

Help boating by contacting your Representative and Senators:

· When you call or e-mail your Representative you can use the following information to explain to them why this legislation is so
important to the livelihood of boating.
Representative/Senator ______, I am a constituent in your district/state and would like to ask you to support H.R. 2550/S. 2067 “The
Recreational Boating Act of 2007.” For over 34 years the EPA has allowed normal operational discharges from recreational boats to be
exempt from the Clean Water Act national permit system. A recent U.S. District Court ruling overruled that exemption, and now recreational
boaters will be forced to pay for a permit to operate their boat by September 2008. I’d like to ask for your help by either cosponsoring these
bills or voting in favor when they come up for a vote. Thanks in advance for your support on this important issue!
· If one of your Members of Congress is cosponsoring the bill, please say thanks!
The 10 cosponsors on the Senate Bill are: Martinez (FL), Bunning (KY), Chambliss (GA), Dole and Burr (NC), Isakson (GA), Sessions (AL),
Cornyn and Hutchison (TX), and Lott (MS).

In Response to the December Issue of Gone Fishin’  regarding the
Lake Michigan Sturgeon taken from Black River

This article came from GL Angler:  It ’s a South Ha ven Hoax.  The photogr aph of a huge sturgeon and the group
of fisherman who caught it has been posted on a number of W ebsite pages’ s and on-line forums and is also
circulating via e-mail. The photogr aph is authentic although some v ersions of the text that accompanies the
picture ma y garble the truth somewhat. In one v ersion, the location of the catch is mis-identified-identified as
the R ain y Riv er. The second v ersion shown abo ve includes the correct location, although the claims about the
amount of beer consumed are unconfirmed . (Some v ersions alter the beer reference to reflect other regions…
“Them guys couldn’ t be from Oklahoma..........Only 4 Doz en Beers??) According to information on Len’ s Sport
Fishing Adv entures W ebsite, the photogr aph w as tak en during a 2005 fishing expedition led b y Curtis Besse.
The information is also v alidated in an article b y Br ad Dokk en published on Gr andForks.com. Mr . Dokk en
personally contacted Len Ames from Len’ s Sport Fishing Adv entures who confirmed that the photogr aph w as
authentic and indeed depicts a white sturgeon caught on the Fr aser Riv er in British Columbia. Mr . Ames said
that the “big fish measured 11 feet and probably weighed about 1,000 pounds” . White sturgeon of this siz e are
certainly not unprecedented. In fact, according to a Wikipedia entry about this species of fish, the white
sturgeon is the largest fresh water fish in North America. The article notes that they can grow to 20 feet (6.2
m) in length and weigh o ver 1500 pounds (680 kg).   Thank y ou Mark T urner for forw arding this information to
me.

1.  Contest ants must be a member of S.W . Michigan S teelheaders or
their immediate family .

2.  If a Steelheader catches a fish aboard another Steelheaders boat, it
will be recorded with their name “Aboard” the Steelheaders boat
the fish was caught on.

3.  Eligible species:  Steelhead,  Coho Salmon,  King Salmon,  Atlantic
Salmon, Brown Trout,  Lake Trout,  Walleye, and Perch.

4.  Fish must be caught out of the Port of St. Joseph, Michigan (Boat or
Pier), or in the St. Joseph River.

5.  Contest ant dues must be current prior to entering contest.
6.  Fish must be weighed on a certified scale and entry form must be

signed by witness at weigh in location.
7.  Fish caught by A Licensed Charter Captain must be entered in the

Charter Division regardless of boat he or she was aboard.
8.  Children of Active Steelheaders, 16  years of age and under, may

enter their fish in the Kids Division.   Charter Division and Non-
Charter Division does not apply to children.

9.  Contest ends November 30th at midnight. Awards will be
honored at the Annual Christmas Party .

     (The S.W. Steelheaders W inter Challenge result s will be included
in the yearly contest regardless of the date the tournament is
held.)

10.  All entries will be verified by Big Fish Chairperson.
Big Fish may be weighed in at B.J. S port s, Broadlow’ s Fishin’  Hole,
Klose Marina and T ackle Haven.  If you weighed in a Big Fish that
does not appear in this issue of the newsletter , your official weigh-in
form was not forwarded to the Big Fish Chairperson for recording in
time to make the monthly deadline.  Cont act the weigh-in location to
make sure the responsible p arty delivered the weigh-in form.  If your
form does not get delivered to the Big Fish Chairperson, it will not be
recorded or t aken into consideration for the Big Fish Contest!
